1. Remove the Cover Screws (Bb) and Cover 
(Ba). Save for later.

2. Fasten the Canopy Kit (Bc) assembly to 
junction box (screws provided by others).

3. Connect the White, Black and Green wires 
per local and national codes and then push 
them into the junction box. Connect the Purple 
and Gray 0-10V dimming wires or cap them off.

4. Pull the fixture power cords through the two 
holes in the cover (Ba) and through the  clamp 
on each side of the canopy kit (Bc). Tighten 
screws on each clamp to hold power cord down 
and support the weight of the fixture.

5. Tie an overhand knot on both sides - to 
prevent the fixture from falling if excess weight 
is applied to the fixture. See Sheet 5 for further 
detail.

6. Connect the driver to the (2) fixture power 
cords. Each power cord has a single conductor. 
One cord for (V+) and another for (V-). The (V+) 
cord will have an extra hole where it exits from 
the fixture (see Sheet 1).

6. Lift the Cover (Ba) in place and reinstall the 
screws (Bb) that were removed in step 1.
